Russia, Belarus and Kazakhstan will seek
WTO membership together

Russia, Belarus and Kazakhstan will enter
into the World Trade Organization (WTO) as a
common customs space and therefore will stop
separate negotiations on WTO membership.

The creation of a new Customs Union
comprising the three ex-Soviet states was
declared in a surprise announcement on June
9 by Russian Prime Minister Vladimir Putin,
who said the countries would unify their bids to
join the World Trade Organization.

“The Prime Ministers of Russia, Belarus and
Kazakhstan will notify the WTO of their
intention to start negotiations on the accession
of the  tripartite Customs Union to the
organization and the end of national
negotiations on WTO membership,” he said.

“The entry into the WTO is our common priority,
but we want to do that as a common customs
space,” Vladimir Putin also pointed out.

“While fulfilling the order of chiefs of state to
prioritize the formation of the tripartite Customs
Union, the Prime Ministers confirm their
adherence to the accession to the WTO but note
that the accession process has been impeding
integration,” says a statement of the Russian,
Belarusian and Kazakh Premiers posted on
June 9.

“The three countries have a large economic
potential and profound integration benefits, so
they approve a common customs tariff, which
will be presented to the EurAsEC summit. The
tariff is due to enter into force on January 1,
2010,” the statement runs.

The Prime Ministers approved the schedule of
forming the common customs space, with due
account of the beginning operation of the
Customs Union on January 1, 2010, and the
completion of all Customs Union formalities
before July 1, 2011.

Kazakh president new

Russian bloc

praises

A new regional bloc grouping Russia, Belarus
and Kazakhstan that could apply jointly for
WTO membership will open up massive
business opportunities, Kazakhstan President
Nursultan Nazarbaev said on June 19.

“The Customs Union with Russia and Belarus
opens new possibilities for our businesses,”
N. Nazarbaev said in a statement posted on the
website of the presidential administration.

“It 1s an enormous market with a population of
more than 170 million and a total GDP of nearly
two trillion dollars (1.4 trillion euros). Kazakh
businesses must develop these markets and we
are creating the necessary conditions for that,”
the President said.

Energy-rich Kazakhstan - Central Asia’s
largest economy - has been severely hampered
by plummeting commodity prices resulting
from the global financial crisis. The customs
union will open new markets and allow private
business to become the “locomotive for the
development of the country,” N.Nazarbayev
told. Belarus and neighbouring Russia
already have a formal customs union, which
Kazakhstan is set to join.

Kyrgyzstan wishes to join the Customs Union
of Russia, Belarus and Kazakhstan, according
to the first Vice Prime Minister of Russia Igor
Shuvalov.

According to Shuvalov, Kyrgyzstan has
already submitted application for joining the
Customs Union, although its formation has not
been completed yet. Though, according to the
high-ranking official, the issue 1is being
discussed at the time.

Shadow economy rate has reached USD
3 bln in Kyrgyzstan

Shadow economy rate has made up about
USD 3 billion in Kyrgyzstan, according to the
Assistant Economic Development and Trade
Minister Aidar Mokenov.

As to the Assistant Minister, shadow economy
rate in Kyrgyzstan according to different
estimations comes to 18-70 percent of the
Kyrgyz GDP. The National Statistical
Committee refers to the lowest index of 18
percent, whereas UNDP reports about 50
percent. Independent experts in their turn think
that shadow economy rate in Kyrgyzstan makes
up 60 percent of GDP.

The Economic Development and Trade
Ministry says that in monetary terms the
shadow economy index comes to 100-120
billion Kyrgyz soms (USD 2.3-2.8 billion).
Part of the finances can be legalized if the state
guarantees security of unregistered property
owners and bans checkup of its origin.

Adoption of amnesty law will contribute to
legalization of property and liabilities to the sum
of USD 400 million. According to the Ministry,
from 50 to 150 thousand people and juridical
persons can turn to the state for indulgence.

Kyrgyz economic growth has decreased
by 0.9 percent by June 1, 2009

Kyrgyz economic growth rate has decreased
by 0.9 percent by June 1, 2009, according to
press service of the Economic Development
and Trade Ministry.

The rate decreased in consequence of “internal
and external crisis effects.” Though, exclusive
of Kumtor mining enterprises, real GDP rate
reduced by 0.4 percent for January-May 2009.

The reduction was mainly caused by decline in
industrial sector. Production output in the sphere
reduced by 20.2 percent in 2009, exclusive of
Kumtor mining enterprises - by 22.8 percent.

Decrease in production output is explained
by energy sector problems which have lead to
slowdown of growth rate in number of budget-
forming enterprises and reduction of internal
and external demand.

Agriculture production output in its turn shows
positive dynamics. The rate increased by 1.7
percent in 2009. In general, development rate
in livestock breeding amounted to 1.9 percent,
in plant production to 0.1 percent.

Kyrgyz inflation rate for the mentioned period
came to 1.1 percent. It is the result of tough
monetary, budget and tax policy, slowdown
in rise of world prices for the main consumer
products.

Authorities should not interfere with
business

The National Council for the Interaction
between Government and Business under
the President of the Kyrgyz Republic will be
established in Kyrgyzstan. The decision was
taken at the Forum “Dialogue of government
and business community”, which was held on
June 10 at the Kyrgyz President’s Residence.

More than 60 businessmen and heads of
industrial associations attended the meeting
with President Kurmanbek Bakiyev.

At the forum, entrepreneurs asked the
President to propose the establishment of a
national council which would help to achieve
more effective interaction between the
government and the private sector.

The head of state supported the establishment
of the National Council, which would serve as
a platform for dialogue, where the authorities
and businessmen could discuss the main issues
facing the business community on a regular
basis. Kurmanbek Bakiyev noted that both
the authorities and businessmen have a
common goal—thedevelopmentofthe country’s
economy as a basis for a decent future.




From now on, the President intends to
communicate with the business more often, on
a quarterly basis.

CIS countries will combat jointly with
A/HINT flu

CIS countries intend to fight A/HIN1 flu (swine
flu), CIS Executive Committee said. Decision
on preventive actions against virus on the
territory of CIS was signed at the meeting in
Moscow on June 9.

The meeting was held with participation
of Belarus, Kazakhstan, Moldova, Russia,
Uzbekistan, = Armenia, CIS  Executive
Committee, as well as heads of leading
Russian scientific-research organizations dealing
with study of flu. Russia supports efforts to
increase potential of flu counteraction in CIS.

Readiness of Russia for assisting to nations is
welcomed in case of extraordinary situations
in CIS using mobile anti epidemic actions of
Russian Consumer Control.

CIS countries decided to exchange information
about A/HINI1 virus among population, results
of monitoring of pathogen circulation and
results of estimation of preventive actions and
clinic effectiveness of anti virus medication.

According to World Health Organization,
roughly 26,563 people from 73 world
countries had A/HINI virus as of early June.

Roughly 140 people died. Virus was registered
in Mexico, the USA, Canada, Spain, Great
Britain and Japan. Imported cases of A/HIN1
flu were registered in CIS countries today.
