Bird bu has been
conyrmed in Sumy region

Ukraine State \Veterinary Service conyrmed the
case of the bird pu in Peski village of Sumy region.

The operation HQ and the interdepartmental group
of the Coordination Council Counteracting Bird
Flu attached to the President of Ukraine have taken
control of the situation. The delegation is headed by
Anatoly Berezhnov.

Ofyecials said 7,200 birds were culled in the village
of Peski although there was no imminent threat to
people. Ukrainets Emergency Ministry plans to
allot $60,000 for compensation payment to Peski
dwellers-owners of infected birds.

Ukraineds authorities have said that outbreak was
brought under control but have predicted further
difyculties during the passage of migratory birds
through the country this year. - Source: Interfax,

Tarasiuk, WTOGs Director - General
Lamy discuss Ukrainegs accession to
WTO

Acting Foreign Affairs Minister Borys Tarasiuk and
the World Trade Organizationés Director-General
Pascal Lamy have discussed accession of Ukraine
to the WTO.

The press service of the Foreign Affairs Ministry
announced this, citing a meeting between Tarasiuk
and Lamy in Geneva.

According to the announcement, Tarasiuk informed
Lamy about the domestic political situation in
Ukraine, stressing that membership of the World
Trade Organization remained one of the priorities
of Ukrainets economic development strategy.
Tarasiuk delivered to Lamy a letter in which
President Viktor Yuschenko stated that Ukrainets

course toward accession to the WTO remains
unchanged.

Lamy noted Ukraineds successful steps aimed
at adapting its legislation to the regulations of
the WTO and stressed the need to continue the
legislative work in this direction in order to
ensure that Ukraine is able to take fully pedged
participation in the international trading system.
Acting Economy Minister Arsenii Yatseniuk is
forecasting that all the bilateral and multilateral
agreements on admission of Ukraine into the WTO
will be completed by September.

Ukraine has signed a protocol with Egypt as part
of its accession to the WTO on June 6, and with
Columbia on June 15.

It remains for Ukraine to sign similar protocols
with Kyrgyzstan and Taiwan. - Source: Ukrainian

World Bank to provide $150 min loan to
Ukraine

The World Bank is providing Ukraine with a $150
min loan to implement a project to expand access to
vnancial markets.

A corresponding agreement was signed on Kune 23
by Deputy Ukrainian Finance Minister Volodymyr
Matviychuk and World Bank Director for Ukraine,
Belarus and Moldova Paul Birmingham.

Loans will be provided to small and mid-
sized business in rural areas and to local self-
management. The resources will also be used to
develop the Federal Financial Markets Regulation
Commission and the Federal Mortgage Agency.

The loan is being provided for 20 years, including a
yve-year grace period.

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Ukrainebs Orange parties reach
agreement

The parties behind Ukraineés Orange Revolution
on June 21 to form a coalition government,
ending three months of tense talks to preserve a
pro-Western government that has sought to shed
Russiabs inpuence.

As part of the coalition deal, President Viktor
Yushchenkods Our Ukraine bloc agreed to give the
prime ministerds job back to Yulia Tymoshenko, his
former Orange Revolution ally whom he yred last
year amid mutual accusations of corruption and
incompetence.

The agreement between Our Ukraine, Tymoshenkods
bloc and the Socialists gives them a 243-seat
majority in the 450-member parliament. The deal
ends nearly three months of political uncertainty
following March parliamentary elections that did
not give any party enough votes to form a majority
on its own.

The Orange alliance fell apart in September when
Yushchenko yred the charismatic Tymoshenko.
But she bounced back in the March elections,
winning more votes than her potential coalition
partners combined. The impasse was resolved
when Yushchenko met with the leaders of the three
parties late on June 20. - Source: Associated Press

Moldova
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World Bank sign agreement on ynancing

Moldovan government,

bird pu control program

On June 16 the Moldovan government and the
International Development Association (IDA within
the World Bank) signed a ynancing agreement for
the bird pu control program and preparation to
combat human pandemic. The agreement was
signed within the WBGs world program for bird pu.

The agreement was signed by Moldovan Finance
Minister Mihai Pop and the WB regional director for
Belarus, Ukraine and Moldova, Paul Bermingham.
The projectés total value is $10.6 min. IDA
will allot $8 mIn ($4 min are to be granted and
another 4 million dollars are to be given as credit).

The projectés main goal is to minimize the danger of
the high pathogenic bird pu (HPBF). To meet this
goal, the project will back the supervision of the
diseasets outbreaks, preparation for intervention in
case of outbreaks in humans and poultry, and will
alsosupportwaystocombatthem. The projectwill be
implemented by the Agriculture and Food Ministry
and the Health and Social Protection Ministry.

WABGs role in Moldova as regards the HPBF is to
mobilize means and technical expertise and create
partnerships with donors and technical agencies.
The total amount of the projects realized in Moldova
since 1992 exceeds $630 min

A technical team from the World Health
Organization has joined the projectés team and
took over the initiative to identify ways to protect
populationgs health. It is also planned that the Food
and Agriculture Organization and the International
Ofyce of Epizooty will contribute with technical
expertise to the projectés implementation. UNICEF
will lead the technical activity of communication,
and the USAID and the European Commission are
partners in ynancing the yght against the HPBF
in Moldova.

Ukraine, Moldova step up yght against
unregulated trade in naked border
region

In a recent six months, more than 40,000 MT of
chicken was shipped, legally, into Transdniestr
through Black Sea ports in Ukraine. Because that
amounted to 146 pounds for each Transdniestrian,
something was clearly amiss.

The chicken is reloaded into smaller trucks, often
with makeshift refrigeration, and smuggled back
into Ukraine. There it is sold at below-market rates,
because it evaded customs duties and Ukrainian
sanitary inspections, turning a hefty proyt of nearly
$1,000 a ton.

The racket represents the murky economy that
has sustained Transdniestria, a ragged ribbon of
territory along Moldovats eastern border, since it
declared its independence from Moldova in 1992.

And it goes beyond a dispute over customs and
chicken parts, which are still known here as
fiBush legs,0 after an early 1990s program to ship
